One of the four skills priorities for the Employment & Skills Board (ESB) is Basic Skills and the LLN Strategy group has the responsibility for the actions around the Challenge. David Pomfret, Principal at the College of West Anglia is the Chair of the Strategy group and the lead for Basic Skills on the ESB. One of the actions is to maintain the level of Basic Skills provision and to keep an eye on our capacity to deliver programmes. ESOL has already been identifies as an area to monitor given the recent funding changes.
ESB Update
The strategy document is almost complete and the Challenges and Action points are being confirmed and should be finalised at the next meeting on 14/4/11. Review of qualification – Update
A paper was presented which summarised the main points.

· Units of assessment for CTLLS and DTLLS will be available for awarding bodies from 1/9/11

Note the dates of the first offer of the new qualifications is not yet known.

CPD Activity 2011/12

Gt Yarmouth College will continue with their usual offer of PTLLS, CTLLS and DTLLS as well as the new assessor awards.

There is some doubt over whether the Learning Support Practitioner award will be funded as only the full certificate seems to be on the list.

Gt Yarmouth College were congratulated on the volume of activity in the past year.

ACER are providing a number of CPD opportunities

· Unit 1 of Level 5 Developing Embedded Resources will be offered regionally over 2 days with a 3 week break between days. The course is free and will probably be held at ACER Offices. There will be 15 – 20 places and is likely to be late May early June for day 1 and Mid to late June for day 2. A flier will be available soon with more details
· Regional Maths Centre will be offering a Bridge to 5 course  for those wanting to get their maths up to speed to allow them to access the level 5 course. The offer is 3 x 2 days on 13/14 May, 17/18 June and 15/16 July with a residential element. Again the course is free and a flier will follow

· There was an e-learning for numeracy event at the British Racing School recently and if feedback is good there is likely to be a e-learning for teaching numeracy full day event in the future
