If the mentee (vulnerable learner) trusts you and feels valued and affirmed then you can challenge some of the barriers to their learning, i.e. mentoring isn’t just about being nice!

The mentor role is therefore acting as a critical friend?
The six hours is based on learning through doing, i.e. practical exercises, ice breakers, re-energisers, and learning from each others’ experiences. 
The free training is delivered as part of the ESF / LSC Streets Ahead (14-16 Pre-NEET) project. The trainer - Anne Aves - has been involved in education since 1984 as a main grade lecturer, Senior Lecturer, Programme Manager and Head of School and therefore has many years’ experience of engaging with learners both in and out of the classroom.
