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Some things that may interest you about our work 

Community Connections is:
· The infrastructure organisation for Community Groups and Community Partnerships in Great Yarmouth.  We are the lead agent facilitating the Community Empowerment Network (Great Yarmouth People) and the Great Yarmouth Community Development Support Team (GYST).   This includes delivering accredited community skills training in community involvement, community work and community development.
· An approved delivery centre with the Open College Network Eastern Region and runs the PAAVS (Pathways for Access to Accreditation for the Community and Voluntary Sector) programme.  This has developed a VCS delivery partnership and supported 20 VCS organisations in Norfolk to accredit and deliver learning.   The pilot model is now being accessed by providers on a regional and national basis.

· A founder member of ‘College in the Community’ in Great Yarmouth -  a partnership of voluntary and community sector learning providers working locally to provide grass roots learning which meets local community needs.   Representing the ‘College in the Community’ on the Norfolk VCS Learning and Skills Strategy Group, and the Great Yarmouth Learning Forum (Local Strategic Partnership).
· Piloting ‘Health Trainers in the Community’ (in partnership with the Primary Care Trust) – a model which aims to inform, support, encourage local people to address their health needs and options.  The programme also offers nationally recognised  accredited training for volunteers  and those interested in training others.

· Piloting a Street Scene Programme which trains and accredits local people to assess streets and public open spaces against national standards.  This is the first project of its kind in the region and only the second of its kind in the country.   This project was cited in the 'Empowerment Action Plan' published by Communities Secretary Hazel Blears in October 2007 as an Empowerment Champion Intitiative.
