Call for Case Studies – Learn East’s Engage and Enable Project

Learn East is the network of six county-based learning consortia covering the East of England, including The Learning Partnership (Luton and Bedfordshire), the GET Group (Cambridgeshire), Voluntary Sector Training (Essex), HTDC (Hertfordshire), Norfolk Unites (Norfolk) and Suffolk Learning Consortium (Suffolk), completed by COVER, the Community and Voluntary Sector Forum for the Eastern Region.

Learn East can pay you a small amount to take part in the case study, which will be part of the Eastern Region learning and skills commissioners’ resource pack, which will be available to commissioners across the region from autumn 2010.
