For this work you will be able to liaise effectively with appropriate bodies to identify and translate their requirements into a checklist/set of questions that must be evidenced and to seek to support organisations to ably provide evidence for each of these requirements.  We have appropriate materials already collated that will act as support for this work.
The work will be paid at £250 per day.  Of suitable proposals submitted, first preference will be given to individual active members on the appropriate working group (Quality/systems – have attended at least one meeting), then to active members of other Norfolk Unites working groups (have attended at least one meeting), then to Norfolk members of Norfolk Unites, then to other, non-Norfolk Norfolk Unites members.  By members, we mean anybody signed up to receive news updates from the work.
Please submit your proposal on one side of A4 only, outlining how you will approach the work overall, who you will contact, how the final product will look/ work and how long you feel this work will take.  Due to tight development timetables, we must receive all proposals no later than midday Wednesday 14th May and the work must be completed by end July, progress to be reviewed at working group on June 19th.

The toolkit produced will be a ‘Norfolk Unites toolkit’ and intellectual copyright of this produce will lie with Community Connections, custodians of Norfolk Unites work at this time, although the author will be acknowledged on the front of this report as ‘written by.’

Upon successful notification, a development meeting will be held between the Norfolk Unites Development Co-ordinator and the successful applicant to ensure the contents of a final toolkit addresses the intended objectives.
