What is the course structure?


The 7304 is a 24 credit qualification and allows 6 credits to be carried forward from a C&G 7303, other PTLLS qualification or qualification that exempts them form the PTLLS unit. It is a requirement of this course that all candidates have the PTLLS unit pre-certificated and therefore the course will comprise of the remaining two core units and one optional unit.





For this course there are a total of 90 contact hours (direct study) and 90 hours (self directed study) which includes 30 hours teaching practice, observed for a minimum of three hours over three occasions. Candidates must have access to a minimum of 30 hours teaching practice in a recognised location during the course.





The two core units for this course are:


Planning and enabling learning (9 credits)


Principles and practice of assessment (3 credits) 


The optional unit for this course is:


Equality and diversity (6 credits)





How the qualification will be assessed?


Candidates are required to complete two assignments, one theory and one practical for each unit.
