The local programme will also provide management of results, treatment, partner notification and a helpline for the young people to contact on behalf of all screening providers. We are looking for service providers who will actively engage with young people to assist them in completing and returning a screening kit. This service could be provided by an organisation with a client base in the target age group or by the delivery of an outreach service.
