Norfolk PQQ survey

Of 13 Norfolk VCS/social enterprise PQQ holders, 9 replied to a request for information.  Of those, 4 applied for a contract (45%) and none were successful.  Across the Eastern Region, 36 VCS organisations applied for contracts.   If 80 VCS/social enterprises achieved PQQ (from table above), this means 45% of VCS/social enterprise organisations across the eastern region holding PQQ applied for contracts, which directly correlates with patterns in Norfolk.  Although issues of ‘what is VCS’ could be interpreted differently by LSC compared to this work, it is clear that patterns of contract application are at least similar in this sector.
