Seachange have 20 places this year on their Events Management Course which begins on the 27 August and runs 1 day a week until the 24 September. The course will include practical sessions in events and stage management, sound and fireworks. Participants will also work on a 1 day work placement at the Out There street arts festival during the 18 and 19 September.

Delivered by a professional tutor who has over 25 years experience working on festivals such as Latitude, each participant will receive a professional reference and from last years course many of the participants have gained employment in festivals around the region, set up their own community events and started their own festival inspired business.

To be eligible, applicants need to be aged 18 plus, unemployed and not in full time or part time education.

Deadline for submitting an application is the 31st July 2010.
