Introducing the Third Sector Guide for Public Sector Commissioning and update on Norfolk’s Local Area Agreement 

Following on from a successful event in West Norfolk we are holding further sessions in the county to introduce third sector organisations to the Commissioning Guide and give an update on Norfolk’s Local Area Agreement (LAA).  

What is the Third Sector Guide for Public Sector Commissioning in Norfolk?

This Guide has been developed primarily for public sector commissioners and procurement officers to increase their understanding of how to engage effectively with third sector organisations throughout the commissioning process. 

What is Norfolk’s Local Area Agreement?

The LAA is a contract between central and local government to deliver on local priorities. The third sector has already helped shape the priorities in the LAA and is a key partner through which to bring the needs and views of service users to the public sector table. 
Who should attend?

These events are aimed at Chief Executives and senior managers, including those involved in contracting. 

If you have been commissioned to deliver public services, and have experience of tendering and contracting this session aims to help you understand what good practice in commissioning from the sector should look like. Armed with that knowledge organisations will be in a stronger position to influence local commissioners and negotiate for a ‘level playing field’. These sessions will also be an opportunity for organisations to discuss their experiences of commissioning and help to identify which issues need addressing with commissioners at a local level.

The third sector is actively involved in a number of LAA targets e.g. volunteering, environment for a thriving third sector, advice and advocacy, self-directed care and mental health. The presentation on the LAA will outline what the sector is doing, how you can discover where your work sits within the LAA, and how you can use the LAA to support your work.
