As you will be aware, I am considering the role of the third sector in the design and delivery of more personalised services in education and learning. I am sorry you were unable to attend the priority setting seminar in October. It was a lively discussion and generated a number of interesting points.   
 
Having considered the seminar discussions, the Minister for the Third Sector, Angela Smith, and I have prioritised three key questions.  How can the third sector:
 
· … offer greater choice and influence to children and young people through greater participation? 
· … be supported to work together, tailoring services around the needs of individual children and young people? 

· … scale up and mainstream innovative personal services?  

 
I have now published a call for evidence on these questions.  Detailed information on this can be found on the Office of the Third Sector website (http://www.cabinetoffice.gov.uk/third_sector/innovation/innovation_advisor.aspx).  The attached paper outlines what I mean by each of these questions.
