The STEPs project is aimed at developing the capacity of community groups across Norfolk to engage people in first level learning.  The project provides a range of engagement activities to raise the skills, aspirations and achievement of young people and adults from disadvantaged communities with a particular focus on under-represented groups including those Not in Education, Employment or Training (NEET) from age 14 upwards, young parents, families, unemployed men, women, older people, people for whom English is not their first language, people who are homeless, people recovering from substance misuse, people with low levels of skills including literacy and numeracy, people who would benefit from life skills, ex offenders and those communities who recognise a need for progression and people from BME groups.  Embedded Skills for Life and IAG are integral to the project, enabling a progression route into further learning.
The STEPs team will help you to identify the most appropriate engagement activity for your target group and guide you and your team in its development.  You will then be supported by the team to deliver to your community.  At the end of the delivery, a review will be undertaken and a plan of how to embed the activity is discussed.
